Assessment

-Use a final composition of a self-portrait
using gouache paint in pupil’s sketchbooks
to identify which aspects of the curriculum
learners have remembered and applied.
Use a final composition of a collage on
A3/A4 paper (not in sketchbooks) to
identify which aspects of the curriculum
learners have remembered and applied.

Provide children with the title of their
‘exhibition’ — The Arrival of Spring. Ask
them to apply what they have learnt to
design and paint an observational piece
which links to the theme. They may choose
to bring props from home, e.g. flowers or
they could find their inspiration in school.

Apply learning, and personal choice, to
create a mosaic of their own design, using
either the direct or indirect method.
